The Richlands’ Board of Alderman met in Regular Session Tuesday evening, April 13, 2010 at 6:00 pm at the Richlands Town Hall.  Present for the meeting were:

Also present for the meeting were:  Gregg Whitehead, Town Administrator; Keith Fountain, Town Attorney; Thomas Bennett, Chief of Police; Johnathan Jarman, Public Works Director; Doreen Putney, Town Clerk; Lisa Whitman-Grice, Onslow County Museum; Gairy Canady of Gairy Canady Surveying; and John Pierce of John Pierce & Associates Inc.

There were two (2) citizens also present.

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  Mayor Marvin Trott

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor ProTem McKinley Smith

INVOCATION:  Mayor ProTem McKinley Smith

ADOPTION OF AGENDA:  

A motion was made by Alderman McKinley Smith, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to adopt the agenda with the addition of scheduling a public hearing concerning the Minority Business Participation Outreach Plan goals.  The motion was unanimously carried.
ADOPTION OF MINUTES:

A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Hans Jacobsen to adopt the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting of March 09, 2010.  The motion was unanimously carried.

PUBLIC HEARING (ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT):

Mayor Trott opened the meeting to hear public comment concerning a proposed text amendment to the Town of Richlands Zoning Ordinance that would establish a designated front yard setback and a designated side yard setback for corner lots in all currently established residential zones.  The designated side yard setback shall be no less than 15 feet from the property line.  Mr. John Pierce of John Pierce & Associates, Inc. was available to answer any questions.

With no comment or concerns from the public, Mayor Trott closed the Public Hearing.

BUDGET WORKSHOP SCHEDULE DISCUSSION:

Mayor Trott reported that the Board needs to discuss where and when to hold  a budget workshop and planning session for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year.  Mayor Trott suggested to hold the workshop on Friday, April 30, 2010 from 9:00 am until and to be held at the Town Hall.  

After further discussion a motion was made by Alderman Hans Jacobsen, seconded by Alderman McKinley Smith to hold a Budget Workshop and Planning Session on Friday, April 30, 2010 at the Town Hall beginning at 9:00 am until.  The motion was unanimously carried.

PRESENTATION/CELEBRATE 275! By Lisa Whitman-Grice:

Ms. Lisa Whitman-Grice, Director of the Onslow County Museum, presented to the Board history and information on how Onslow County is commemorating the 275th anniversary of the county’s official recognition.  Ms. Whitman-Grice stated that a number of events will be held through the next few weeks.  One of the events will be the Celebrate 275! Birthday Ball, to be held on Saturday, April 17, 2010 7:00 pm to midnight and hosted by the Onslow County Foundation.

After further discussion a motion was made by Alderman McKinley Smith, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to purchase a table of (8) tickets for the Celebrate 275! Birthday Ball in the amount of $250.00.  The motion was unanimously carried.
A second motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to adopt the Proclamation Happy Birthday Onslow County – Celebrate 275!.  The motion was unanimously carried.

MILLS COTTAGE FINAL PLAT APPROVAL:

Mayor Trott reported that the Board needs to review and possibly approve the final plat for Mills Cottage subdivision.  The plat consists of five (5) residential lots along Onslow Street.  The property owners are responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of their own individual sewer pump and pump lines. Mr. Gairy Canady of Gairy Canady Surveyors was available to answer questions from the Board.  Mr. Canady stated that no utility lines will be deeded to any public entity as a result of the subdivision.  He also reported that a 4’ concrete sidewalk will go along Onslow Street and that the homes would be approximately 1,200 square feet. 
After further discussion a motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman McKinley Smith to approve the Mills Cottage Final Plat as shown.  The motion was unanimously carried.

ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ORDINANCE 2010-01:

Gregg Whitehead, Town Administrator, presented to the Board a copy of Ordinance 2010-01 Amending Official Richlands Zoning Ordinance.  Mr. Whitehead explained that we amended each individual zone which is why there are 10 different sections to the ordinance.  They will all establish designated front yard, side yard and corner lots.  The side yard that is designated is at a minimum of 15’ setback in every zone.
A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman McKinley Smith to approve the Zoning Text Amendment Ordinance 2010-01 with a minimum of 15’ side yard setbacks in corner lots.

PLANNING BOARD APPOINTMENTS:

Mr. Whitehead reported that the Planning Board term for Mr. John Tripp has expired.  If the Board decides to reappoint Mr. Tripp, his term would be for an additional three (3) years.  Mr. Whitehead also stated that Mr. Kent Painter has applied to fill a vacant seat on the Planning Board and Board of Adjustment.  If The Board were to appoint Mr. Painter, he would complete the terms of the vacant seat, both of which are set to expire on August 12, 2011.
A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to reappoint Mr. John Trip to the Planning Board with his term expiring April 13, 2013 and to Appoint Mr. Kent Painter to fill the vacant seat on the Planning Board and Board of Adjustment with his term expiring on August 12, 2011.  The motion was unanimously carried.

NCDOT EQUITY FORMULA (RESOLUTION 2010-04):

Gregg Whitehead presented to the Board Resolution 2010-01 Opposing the Revision of the North Carolina Transportation Equity Formula and stating that we support maintaining the current equity formula.
A motion was made by Alderman Fran Pierce, seconded by Alderman Hans Jacobsen to approve Resolution 2010-04 Opposing Revisions of the North Carolina Transportation Equity Formula.  The motion was unanimously carried.

ADMINISTRATORS NOTE AND UPDATES:

The Town Administrator, Gregg Whitehead, presented a copy of notes and updates to the Board which are attached to these minutes.  He also reported on the following:

· Gave an update on the progress of the auction on GovDeals.  Mr. Whitehead stated that we sold most of the items, including both vehicles.  Our total net was approximately 2,600.00.  He stated that according to the General Statutes, the money collected from the sale of the bicycles will go to Onslow County Schools which totals approximately $210.00.

· Presented the draft copy of the letter to Dr. Spencer, Superintendant of Onslow County Schools for the Board to review and decide whether they want to forward it to her.  After a brief discussion the Board decided to go ahead and send the letter to her and members of the Board of Education.

· Mr. Whitehead reported that we have about $9,000 left on Powell Bill Funds and presented three items that he recommended to close out:

· Purchase the materials for the Academy street drainage project which would be approximately $5,000.
· Engineering study & plan to put in a sidewalk from Hwy 258 down Wilmington St. to Franck Street along side the Onslow County Museum & Library.  This would be approximately $1,500.

· Drag & rock Cox Street.  This would take approximately 4 loads of rock.  ONWASA stated that they would contribute some funding also.

· Reminded the Board that tomorrow, Wednesday April 14, 2010 is the Regional Legislative Update from the League in Emerald Isle from 4:00 pm to 6:00 pm.

· Currently working on a potential zoning change regarding Video Gaming Sites.  Mr. Whitehead stated that we can regulate through an ordinance and/or privilege taxes.

MINORITY BUSINESS OUTREACH PARTICIPATION PLAN:

Gregg Whitehead presented to the Board information regarding the Minority Business Outreach Participation Plan that would adopt a verifiable percentage goal to promote minority participation in construction bidding of projects of $100,000 or more.  The Board needs to conduct a public hearing to adopt a plan to establish a verifiable percentage goal for participation.
A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded Alderman McKinley Smith to hold a public hearing for the Minority Business Outreach Participation Plan during the next Regular Board Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, May 11, 2010 at 6:00 pm.  The motion was unanimously carried.
POLICE REPORT:

Chief Thomas Bennett presented a copy of the Activity Report for March, 2010 to the Board.  A copy of the report is attached to these minutes.

BOARD MEMBERS CONCERNS:

Alderman Hans Jacobsen inquired on the time frame on the Academy Street drainage project.  Mr. Whitehead responded stating that we will purchase the materials this budget year and begin construction during the next fiscal year.

Mayor Trott expressed concerns with the cleanliness of a certain service station in town that is beginning to accumulate a lot of junk   Town Attorney, Keith Fountain, stated that he will look into residential statutes and follow up with the Town Administrator.  Mr. Whitehead will put item on the agenda for discussion during the next Regular Board Meeting.
ADJOURN:

There being no further business, a motion was made by Alderman Hans Jacobsen, seconded by Alderman McKinley Smith to adjourn the meeting at 6:41 pm.  The motion was unanimously carried.
