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The Richlands Board of Alderman met in Regular Session Tuesday, June 8, 2010 at 6:00 pm at the Richlands Town Hall.  Present for the meeting were:

There were four (4) citizens present.

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:

Mayor Marvin Trott called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Alderman Hans Jacobsen

INVOCATION:  Alderman Hans Jacobsen

ADOPTION OF AGENDA:
A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to adopt the agenda with the addition of the Recycling Services Agreement.  The motion was unanimously carried.

ADOPTION OF MINUTES:

A motion was made by Alderman Fran Pierce, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to adopt the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting of May 11, 2010.  The motion was unanimously carried.

PUBLIC HEARING (2010/2011 Fiscal Year Budget):
Mayor Trott requested for Town Administrator, Gregg Whitehead to give a brief overview of the proposed 2010/2011 Fiscal Year Budget.  After a brief overview, the Mayor opened the meeting to hear public comment on the proposed budget.

With no comment or concerns from the public, Mayor Trott closed the Public Hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING (Conditional Use Permit/Jump In Jax):

Mayor Trott opened the meeting to hear public comment on the conditional use permit request made by Jump In Jax, LLC to establish a bounce arena and children’s arcade at 215 Kinston Hwy, formerly Liberty Chevrolet Building.
With no comments or concerns brought before the Board from the public, Mayor Trott declared the public hearing closed.

Mr. Whitehead reported that Jump In Jax, LLC has since withdrawn their request to open the business at this location and has relocated to Jacksonville.

CAPITAL PROJECT ORDINANCE (Richlands Community Center):

Gregg Whitehead, Town Administrator, presented to the Board a Capital Project Ordinance that will allow the Richlands Community Center Rehabilitation Project to be financed across multiple budget years and will enable the creation of separate accounting funds in the current budget.  

After review and discussion, a motion was made by Alderman Fran Pierce, seconded by Alderman Tom Brown to adopt the Capital Project Ordinance as written.  The motion was unanimously carried.

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES AGREEMENT (ONWASA Satellite Office):
Mayor Trott presented to the Board the Administrative Services Agreement that will provide funding at $2,916.67 per month for the operation of the ONWASA Satellite Office in the Town Hall.  

After review of the agreement, a motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to approve the Administrative Services Agreement.  The motion was unanimously carried.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (Building & Zoning Inspection Services):

Mayor Trott requested for Town Administrator, Gregg Whitehead to brief the Board regarding the proposed Interlocal Agreement between the Town of Richlands and Onslow County.  Mr. Whitehead stated that we currently have an Interlocal Agreement with Onslow County that enables the County to provide building inspection services on behalf of the town and provide enforcement of the minimum housing code.  However, the agreement did not address any zoning compliance inspections.  Mr. Whitehead explained that with the growing number of new construction in town, there has been issues that have arose where inspections would have been beneficial.  The Interlocal Agreement presented will maintain the terms of the current agreement with the addition of the county providing zoning compliance inspections at a fee of $50.00 per inspection to the Town.  Mr. Whitehead stated that he has proposed an increase in the zoning application fees to accommodate this fee.
After review of the agreement a motion was made by Alderman Hans Jacobsen, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to approve the Interlocal Agreement between the Town of Richlands and Onslow County for zoning compliance inspection services.  The motion was unanimously carried.

SCHEDULE A SPECIAL CALL MEETING TO ADOPT 2010/2011 BUDGET:

A motion was made by Alderman Tom Brown, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to schedule a Special Call Meeting for Tuesday, June 29, 2010 at 6:00 pm at the Town Hall for the purpose of adopting the 2010/2011 Fiscal Year Budget.  The motion was unanimously carried.

RECYCLING SERVICES AGREEMENT:

Gregg Whitehead, Town Administrator presented to the Board a Recycling Services Agreement between the Town of Richlands and Coastal Enterprises, Inc.  Due to the increasing costs of recycling, the county will begin to charge the Town a fee per ton of recycling materials.  The agreement would limit the amount of compensation paid by the Town to Coastal Enterprises during the 12-month term to not exceed $1,200.00.   Due to the increasing costs, Mr. Whitehead recommended to try this agreement for a period of one year and then review the outcome.

After discussion of the agreement contents, a motion was made by Alderman Tom Brown, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to adopt the Recycling Services Agreement with Coastal Enterprises, Inc. for a period of one year beginning July 1, 2010.  The motion was unanimously carried.

ADMINISTRATOR NOTES AND UPDATES:

The Town Administrator, Gregg Whitehead, presented a copy of notes and updates to the Board which are attached to these minutes.  He also reported on the following:

· Mosquito Control – The State has revised the way we can conduct mosquito spraying.  We not have to obtain a permit and 1) Investigate when we receive a complaint by utilizing light-traps and 2) Spray accordingly.  We can no longer conduct weekly sprayings.

· He will be contacting Waste Industries inquiring on an extension of our service agreement with them.

POLICE REPORT:
Lt. Ron Lindig presented a copy of the Activity Report for May, 2010 to the Board.  A copy of the report is attached to these minutes.  Lt. Lindig also reported on the success of a checkpoint that was conducted Friday evening, June 4, 2010.  Lt. Lindig reported the following activity:

· (6) apprehended for drugs

· (1) DWI

· (15) with either No Driver License or Suspended Drivers Licenses

· (2) Sealtbelt violations

· (2) Warrants

Lt. Lindig reported that there were 30 persons involved from all different agencies including the Highway Patrol, Onslow County Sheriffs Department, North Topsail Beach Police Department, Swansboro Police Department, EMS, Magistrates Office, EOC and the Richlands Police Department.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Mayor Trott opened the meeting for any public comment from citizens who were present.

Sheryl Brown of Elizabeth St.:  Ms. Brown approached the Board with concerns with the house on the corner of N. Wilmington Street and Foy St.  The property owners have a collection of items piling up and it has become an eyesore to the community.  The grass is also not mowed and creates a habitat for unwanted rodents and pests.
Ms. Brown also expressed concern with the increasing development in the town and the removal of too many trees in order to build homes.

Deborah Wallring of N. Wilmington St.:  Ms. Wallring approached the Board with concerns regarding the streets constantly being hacked up, then repaired just to be hacked up again and repaired.  She stated that Pete Jones Street is very bad as well as N. Wilmington Street.

Ms. Wallring also expressed disappointment with the way the downtown area looks.

Jimmy Dixon, Candidate for the NC House of Representatives:  Mr. Dixon came before the Board to introduce himself and a Republican Candidate for the NC House of Representatives.  

With no further comments from the Public, Mayor Trott closed the meeting for Public Comment.
BOARD MEMBERS CONCERNS:

Alderman Fran Pierce:
Thanked the citizens who came to the meeting and voiced their concerns.

Alderman Paul Conner:
Asked Mr. Whitehead if we were going to try to get additional funding.  Mr. Whitehead responded that he will follow up with  Kim Miller, USDA.

Alderman Hans Jacobsen:
Expressed that if we have any funding left, if we could do some patchwork on the streets.

Alderman Tom Brown:
Expressed his continued concerns on the lack of progress with the house on Foy Street and some residents not keeping up with the mowing of their lawns and unlicensed vehicles on properties.  He suggested to do a public announcement stating the ordinances concerning these issues.

Mayor Marvin Trott:
Stated that the Board will be attending Town Hall Day on June 16, 2010 in Raleigh and to see if we can talk with the legislatures regarding issues with ONWASA.  
After further discussion on this topic, a motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Tom Brown to go into closed session to discuss potential litigation.  The motion was unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Alderman Hans Jacobsen, seconded by Alderman Paul Conner to go back into regular session with no action taken during closed session.  The motion was unanimously carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES (from May 11, 2010 Closed Session):
A motion was made by Alderman Paul Conner, seconded by Alderman Fran Pierce to approve the minutes of the Closed Session from May 11, 2010.  The motion was unanimously carried.
