Meeting Called To Order:  Mayor Marvin Trott at 6:00 p.m.
Patrol Car Purchase:

Gregg Whitehead, Town Administrator presented to the Board a bid from National Dodge for a 2008 Dodge Charger Vin # 2B3KA33G28H275720 in the amount of $17,075.00 which includes tax, tags & administration fees.  This vehicle would be utilized by the Richlands Police Department to replace the 2006 Dodge Charger that was destroyed by an engine fire.  Mr. Whitehead also presented to the Board, Budget Amendment #2 concerning funding for the vehicle.
